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The Large Animal Veterinary Science classes will take a field trip to UW-Madison on Thursday, May 15th 2014.
The classes will be chaperoned by Mr. Kohn and Mr. Peterson.  Students will be touring UW – Madison’s Dairy Cattle Center, Animal Livestock lab and School of Veterinary Medicine to gain a firsthand experience of the facilities that could be available to them as prospective students and see where cutting edge research is happening.
Students will need to avoid contact with any livestock for 48 hours prior to the trip to ensure biosecurity measures are met.  To be eligible for this trip, students will need to have all late work submitted and be at a C or higher by Friday, May 9th.
The cost of the trip will be $5 (which must be paid prior to the trip – checks to WHS) plus additional spending money for food and a few dollars in cash to pay for plastic boots to wear in the lab areas.  The trip will last all day (periods 1 - 7 or 8), but students should be prepared for the possibility of being back earlier.
